Definitions - Concepts – Regulation

ARTICLE 1: Denomination of the test "FIRST COMPETITION OF SURVIVAL AND ORIENTEERING" of the EZEIZA County (Province of Buenos Aires) “NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION OF SURVIVAL AND ORIENTATION."
ARTICLE 2: Denomination of the organizing entity:  Union Argentine of Western Survival (U.A.S.O.) and Education and Training Argentine Center NORTHLATITUDE (C.A.C.E.N.).
ARTICLE 3:  Realization place: space determined by the topographic map leaf 3560-18-2 AIRPORT EZEIZA (BUENOS AIRES).  

ARTICLE 4: Competition type: SURVIVAL AND ORIENTEERING.

ARTICLE 5:  Teams: they are denominated this way to the group formed by three (3) competitors of any sex that will be contained under a name to election and a number that it will be assigned appropriately.

ARTICLE 6: Ages: the teams that possess members under age (inferior to 21 years without emancipating), they will accompany the inscription form with the parent's or properly legalized tutor enclosed authorization. Superior limit of age doesn't exist.

ARTICLE 7: Participation ownership: there will be able to participate only those teams that are complete (3 competitors each) to the moment of the concentration and have fulfilled all the requirements to participate.

ARTICLE 8: Inscriptions: people or teams that want to participate will be required:

1°) To complete the inscription form, accompanied by the medical certificates of good health. Voluntary competitor's certificate and authorizations referred in the Article 6 for the case of minors.

2°) Pay for team the amount of $ 450 (Argentinean pesos four hundred fifty) for local competitors and from South America and of u$s 200 (American dollars two hundred) for teams of Central America, North America, Europe and other countries, in concept of expenses for the competition.

ARTICLE 9: 

Services:  the services that the organizing entity offers to all the teams are: 

1°) Lodging (one night for all the competitors that arrive the day previous to the concentration of teams). 

2°) Reception Dinner (welcome).

3°) Topographic map of the area of the competition.

4°) Meal in competition: emergency ration (kit) for three (3) competitors. 

5°) Meal in closing (farewell): dinner for all the competitors.

6°) Trophy for the 1st, 2nd. and 3rd. position:  three (3) for team winner.

7°) Reward to the team that have obtained a higher score in tests of knowledge and that not have classified within the first three
      positions. Three (3) prizes for team winner.

8°) Reward to the younger competitor and the more veteran competitor that has concluded with success the competition.

9°) Reward to all the participants that not having classified, have concluded with success the competition.

10°) Transfer round trip to the place of the competition.

11°) Service of emergency health.

12°) Group of Search and Rescue (SAR). 

13°) Clothing of memory of the event.

14°) During the closing dinner, there will be drawn among the participants, elements of Survival and Orienteering, camping sites

       and tune.

15°) There would be established other prizes, according to the achieved collections or contributions from sponsors. The       
        competition doesn't pursue ends of lucre. 

ARTICLE 10: The competitors will possess the following elements:

In obligatory form:
· Footwear: buskins – boots or similar or trekking boots - slippers. 
· One (1) sleeping bag or a (1) blanket for participant. 
· One (1) AM-FM radio (one per team).
· One (1) wrist watch (one per team).
· Compass and writing elements (one per team).
· One (1) first-aid kit of (one per team).
· One (1) rope of 10 meters long (one per team).
· Signaling elements: minimum one (1) whistle, two (2) projectable flares (per team). 
· One (1) machete.
· One (1) slingshot.

In optional form:
· Tent, backpack, coat clothes, water clothes, poncho (layer), knife, canteen, lantern, matches, lighters,

              shovel, elements for water purification, other signaling elements, photographic machines, camcorders and

              any other element that you may believe useful.
· It is admitted to carry one (1) bearable VHF radio for team. 
· The safety board will maintain covered a circuit in which one will be able to evacuate any doubt, to inform position for security or to alert more quickly to the rescue group before abandonment or accidents. 
· It is exclusively forbidden to carry from the starting point of the competition: water of food (it includes               infusions, condiments, etc), solid and liquid fuels, energizer’s medications, vitamins, salts, firearms or              compressed air, books or notes of survival, first aids and tune, satellite navigators (GPS) and cellular               telephones.

ARTICLE 11: Authorities of the test: 
· COMMISSION BOARD: will be in charge of the control, development and qualification of the test. 
· SECURITY BOARD: will be in charge of the control of health, security, rescue and communications during the test.
· BOARD OF COMPLEMENTARY ACTIVITIES: will be responsible for the logistical support, diffusion, human activities
              and all activity that supplements the competition significantly in it.

ARTICLE 12: The competition:

Basic concepts:

- It is an experience of Survival and Orienteering for the term of seventy two (72) hours and sixty (60) kilometers of journey
  approximately.
- The survivors (teams) they will carry out activities like Trekking, Tests and Comprobations to requirement in the denominated
  doors (control points) that will be fixed in visible or hidden way.
- It has only been able to rescue the signal elements as obligatory and optional ways, and some foods that they possessed
  circumstantially in their pockets (these last ones will be given before the beginning of the competition). 
- In this competition the teams begin to compete from the moment in which they decide which elements to carry out in the
  starting point.
- It is important to keep in mind that it interests both, the time in that you are carrying out the demands and to be able to make
  them. Although the form of qualifying the skills in the orienteering and the land navigation is the time used in the    

  displacements, this will only happen in some tracks, and the score that grants the correct realization of each test in general, it
  doesn't justify abandoning them without carrying out them correctly, in order to leave more quickly. In this competition don't win
  the one who finally crosses the finish point, if not, the team that has shown a better domain of the arts, abilities and technical
  of survival, bigger intuition, intelligence and initiative, adjacent with a good physical shape, also fundamental to survive in the
  event of real emergency in wild areas.
- In many circumstances, the teams will opt to carry out one or another test according to their judgment.

- In all the cases, each team will know ahead of time, the score that awards them on each event and in this manner they will be 
  able of evaluating to put a bigger effort according to its capacities.

DEVELOPMENT

The test will be developed in three (3) stages: 

First stage:  from the concentration of teams on Friday February 29 to the 06:00 hs. (entrance in situation), until the 21:00 hs. of the same day.

Second stage:  from the 06:00 hs. of the day Saturday March 1 until the 20:00 hs. of the same day.

Third stage:  from the 06:00 hs. of the day Sunday March 2 until the 18:00 hs. of the same day.

- Among the stages, the teams will complete the activities settled down in the instructions that will be given appropriately. In
  some cases the activities will be free to judgment of each team (they may sleep, get some water and obtain wild foods). 

- The teams will be released every five (5) minutes time according to raffle order to complete the instructions that the will be
   given in a closed envelope.

- Their content will be maintained secretly by the control board until the time of starting of the competition (the organizing entity
   won't present representative teams).

- During the journey, knowledge, tests and skills will be required on the following topics:

· Orienteering of emergency and circumstance.

· Land Navigation.

· Use of compasses.

· Use of topographic maps.

· Esteem of distances and times.

· Walking.

· Heights and wide.

· Crossing with ropes.

· Sanity and First Aids.

· Illnesses (contamination by foods).

· Signaling of Emergency (codes, methods, etc).

· Communications (codes, methods, etc).

· Construction of Shelters.

· Water potability.

· Ways of improvised arts of hunting and fishing.

· Primitive traps construction.

· Primitive weapons construction.

· Knowledge on arthropods and ophidian.

· Wild feeding at any place where you must survive.

· Food obtainment.

· Fire (methods).

· Wade and postage of obstacles.

· Climbing.

· Knots.

· Tyrolese.

· Rappel.

· Harness of circumstance.

· Standard norms of safety in survival.

· Meteorology and weather forecast.

CHRONOGRAM

THURSDAY FEBRUARY 28th, 2008:

18:00 hs.: Meeting center (it will take place in front of the sporting property of the Association of Argentinean Soccer (AFA) "Ezeiza"  Buenos Aires - Argentine. 

Transfer to the Recreational Center Ezeiza “XIII Pucara”

Consecutive - Control list.

Consecutive – Informative/technical meeting (chat) to the competitors.

Dinner of welcome. 

FRIDAY FEBRUARY 29th, 2008:

06:00 hs: Order raffle of the starting of the competition. Entrance in situation.

Consecutive – control of competitors.

Consecutive - synchronization of wrist watches.

Consecutive - transfer to the point where the starting of the competition will take place.

Consecutive – delivering of the survival ration of emergency (kits) and a topographic map of the area.

Consecutive – Beginning of the competition from the starting point.

21:00 hs: Closing of natural doors. Finishing of the first stage.

SATURDAY MARCH 1th 2008:

06:00 hs: Opening of doors. Beginning of the second stage.

21:00 hs: Closing of doors. Finishing of the second stage.

SUNDAY MARCH 2th 2008:

06:00 hs: Opening of doors. Beginning of the third stage.

18:00 hs: Finishing of the competition.

Consecutive - Refreshment for competitors.

21:00 hs: Dinner of closing at the Recreational Center Ezeiza XIII" "Pucará. Delivering of prizes and raffles.

Consecutive - END OF THE FIRST NATIONAL AND INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION OF SURVIVAL AND ORIENTATION OF THE EZEIZA COUNTY – BUENOS AIRES - ARGENTINE.

NOTE:  no event is to be postponed in case of bad weather.

COMMENTS AND RECOMENDATIONS

1) The water is in abundant form in the area but it is advisable to make it potable and drinkable. It is admitted to take out mill
     water when it is not inside 500 meters around of inhabited properties (except if it is authorized their use especially).

2) The competitors will need knowledge and skills in the use of compasses and topographic maps to be able of locate the
     natural doors in the ground. 

3)  It is necessary to extreme the safety measures during the displacements. Walk with stability.

4)  Get adapted to the use of obligatory footwear before the competition (in advance).

5)  Do not make fire in places in which their propagation could be possible. Make sure to extinguish well and cover it with earth
     when retiring.

6) Do not abandon residues, have ecological conscience.

7) In the event of any problem, go to the nearest enabled natural door.

8) The flares must be used only in the event of real emergency when having visual contact with an aircraft on any Search and
    Rescue (SAR) group.

9) Keep the present regulation with you during the development of the test. 
PENALTIES

1) The team will be DISQUALIFIED when: 
-    To the team that arrives incomplete to some of the doors or the end of the competition.

-    Abandonment from some of the team’s competitors.

-    Any help received of any type and for any means, from the exterior or on part of another team (helps of the

     humanitarian type are excepted before accidents or to requirements from a team that has decided to abandon the
     competition).

-    The one who in any way attempts to the ethical and/or sport sense of the competition.

-    The one who kills or bother domestic animals or cattle.

-    The one who subtract elements of another team.

-    The one who enters inside the 500 mts. of inhabited properties without special authorization.

2) It will be discounted 25% from the cumulative points as a penalization, to the team that: 

-    Be found unauthorized elements during the revision of teams or in any moment of the competition.

·    Conclude the competition by helping some helpless competitor who is not able of moving by their own means. 

-    Be detected running during the displacements.

3) It will be discounted 10% from the cumulative points as a penalization, to the team that:

-    Enter to a door or to the end of the competition, separated by more than mts. between the first and last teammate (the time
     of arrival will be computed when arriving the last one).

-    Carry out protests without following the regulated procedure.

PROTEST:  all the competitors can carry out protests. The whole team will be responsible. The same ones can be made toward other teams that has been seen carrying out acts of penalization or toward to some of the members from the control board that has also be seen carrying out acts that can be considerable of favoring or harming to somebody. The protests will be given in writing form to the brevity possible to some member of the sporting commissioner.

THE SPORTING COMMISSARY WILL BE THE ONLY ONE THAT WILL BE ABLE TO ESTABLISH ACTION ON A FORMALLY PRESENTED PROTEST.

ARTICLE 13: Official clock:  it will be the only valid indicator of the time; their handling and disposition will be in charge of the control board. 

ARTICLE 14: The result of the test will be established by the commission board according to the sum of obtained points and imposed penalties. The penalizations will be communicated to the final arrival of the competition. The failure will be unappealable. Before, during and after the development of the test, there could arise aspects and/or situations and/or circumstances that are not contemplated in the present regulation. In such a case, the commission board will be the only one authorized to solve the problem. 

ARTICLE 15:  PUBLICITY. It will be of use and exclusive handling of the organizing entity. Nevertheless, the competitors will be able to make use of their publicity in their clothing with the purpose of being able to use the sponsor mark that pay the expenses for the team.

ARTICLE 16: Responsibility. The organizing entity also called Organizer and/or Operator of this sporting competition, only take the responsibility for the programming and regulation of the "First National and International Competition of Survival and Orientation of the Ezeiza county - Buenos Aires - Argentine" (National and International Competition of Survival and Orientation).
The organizing entity doesn't become responsible for the competitors' acts or omissions that are not adjusted to the rules settled down in this regulation, of which the competitors will declare to know in all its terms, to accept them and to accept them of conformity. 

Either way, the organizing entity is not responsible for losses or property damage as much as the teams or belongings and/or all the damages or accidents of those which has a result of death or wounded of people interveners in this competition. 

The organizing entity doesn't respond for fortuitous fact or of act by force neither for the damages caused by a competitor in front of third ones, as much in its person as in its goods, being the competitors the unique responsible for their acts.

For that exposed, the organizing entity has reserved the right of separating from the competition to any competitor or person in general that in judgments of its commissions is constituted in annoyance or danger for the safety and the successful term of the event.

THE REASON OF THE EXONERATION OF RESPONSIBILITY OF THE ORGANIZING ENTITY, RESIDES IN THAT IT "REGULATE THE COMPETITION."

The recruiting of personal insurance will be the competitors' responsibility the same as the upgrading of the anti-tetanus vaccine.

ARTICLE 17: Inscription procedure: each participant team will proceed in the following way: 

a) Will take knowledge of the present regulation.

b) Will take knowledge, will complete and will sign the inscription form.

c) Will place by way of records to the back of the inscription form, if some competitor had participated in similar competitions or
    curricular data that want to be mentioned in the program of the competition.

d) Will pay the value of the inscription by means of deposit in bank bill (C/A in Argentine pesos N# 5000602-  Branch 7137 of
    the Province of Buenos Aires Bank) or for money order or check to name of RUBÉN OMAR YORIO  DNI N# 11.993.910 to
    the home address of the organizing entity: San Blas 3720 Pontevedra (Merlo city)  C.P. 1761 - Buenos Aires  - Argentine

    Republic (free of charges of turn). 

    The total amount of the inscription must be paid to the closing of the same one. One will be able to remit the inscription with
    only fifty-percent (50%) of the total by way of reservation of the place to be part of the competition, In case of deciding not to
    participate, the amount of the reservation  will be returned in their whole way (except expenses of the shipment) until one 
    month before the inscription closing. 
    THE BOOKING AMOUNT WON´T BE RETURNED FROM THAT DATE, given the commitments hired until that moment. In        

    the event of suspension of the event for any cause, the booking amount will be returned entirely of the actual expenses,
    inclusive the shipping expenses.

e) Will present the inscription by e-mail, personally or by letter to the postal home of the postal entity of the organizing entity, 

    attaching turn, check or voucher of the actual deposit  made (in any case money cash must be sent), medical certificate,
    voluntary competitor's certificate and authorization in the event of being under age members.

f) Important:  the closing of the inscription will be unfailingly the day Friday February 22, 2008 to the 08:00 hs. (Argentine local

    time). The organizing entity requests the maximum of possible celerity for the shipment of the inscription to goods of including
    the team in the program that will be made, to carry out the previsions of services and corresponding insurance.

g) The minimum share to develop the competition will be of nine (9) teams.

h) The reception of the minimum requirements of inscription will be notified immediately in order to inform the confirmation of
     the place in the competition.

i)  The organizing entity has enabled a “bag of competitors”, for those who being interested in taking part in the competition,
    don't possess a complete team. In this case, the solitaire competitor will be able of sending an electronic mail (e-mail) or a
    writing a note and in case of arising others members in the same situation, the organizing entity is committed to put them in
    contact before the inscription closing.

ARTICLE 18:  Companion:  the competition only will be seen or followed by public or reporters in some points. Those competitors that converge with companions or reporters, will be able of being informed through the organizing entity about the moment that will be feasible that indicated. Likewise, as much competitors as companions and/or reporters, will be able to remain later on or to arrive before the competition, enjoying some discounts in some places of different category. The interested parties will indicate the required comforts to goods that the organizing entity informs the different possibilities. The competitors that want a card for the closing dinner to goods of bringing companions will carry out the reservations before the inscription closing. The value of the card will be of Argentinean pesos thirty ($ 30).

ARTICLE 19: the present regulation may be modified by removing, adding or amending one or more articles without changing the sense of the competition fundamentally. The stocks will run for exclusive right of the organizing entity that will notify immediately to the interested parties in annex form to the present regulation.
